Light Sport Aircraft Registration

Existing Light-Sport Aircraft 

· Has not been issued a U.S. or foreign airworthiness certificate 

· Does not meet the provisions of Title 14 CFR 103.1 

· You plan to certificate as an experimental light-sport aircraft under Title 14 CFR 21.191(i)(1) before January 31, 2008 

Then you must provide the following: 

· Affidavit of Ownership for Experimental or Special Light-Sport Aircraft, AC Form 8050-88A (PDF), or its equivalent, signed in ink by the owner/applicant 

· Evidence of ownership for the parts or the manufacturer's kit, if available 

· An Aircraft Registration Application, AC Form 8050-1 

· $5.00 registration fee 

· If you can't supply evidence of ownership, you must submit an affidavit stating why it's not available. For your convenience, you can provide this information on the AC Form 8050-88A. 

New Light-Sport Aircraft
If you purchased a newly manufactured Light-Sport aircraft that you will certificate as 

· An experimental light-sport aircraft under 14 CFR 21.191(i)(2) 

· Then you must provide the following: 

· Affidavit of Ownership for Experimental or Special Light-Sport Aircraft, AC Form 8050-88A (PDF), or its equivalent, completed by the light-sport aircraft manufacturer, unless previously submitted to the Registry by the manufacturer 

· Evidence of ownership from the manufacturer for an aircraft (kit-built or fly-away) 

· An Aircraft Registration Application, AC Form 8050-1 

· $5.00 registration fee 

Manufacturer of a New Light-Sport Aircraft 

· If you are the manufacturer of a new Light-Sport Aircraft that you will certificate as: 

· A special light-sport aircraft under 14 CFR 21.190 

· Then you must provide the following: 

· Affidavit of Ownership for Experimental or Special Light-Sport Aircraft, AC Form 8050-88A, or its equivalent 

· An Aircraft Registration Application, AC Form 8050-1 

· $5.00 registration fee
