Part 145 Comprehensive Activity Number Changes

In support of the effort for enhanced Flight Standards Repair Station and Outsourcing oversight, the Federal Aviation Administration's AFS-300 OIG/ACURS workgroup recommended the accomplishment of fourteen (14) PTRS activity codes to support a new comprehensive repair station surveillance

plan now under development and scheduled to be released on or about September 2005.  In addition AFS-300 is developing guidance to support these new codes.

To accomplish this AFS-1 requested that these new activities become required "R" items in the FY2006 National Flight Standards Work Program Guidelines (NPG).  Because of the short timeline a decision was made to include these as separate activities linked to the NPG generated 3650/5650 "R" item activity.

This message notifies the office that a script has been run at your site and 14 "R" items for each NPG 3650/5650 have been added to the office's Planning Module.  The "R" items have an "R" in the NPG field and an "R" in the Hidden Planned field, designating them as NPG "R's".  Following are the Activity Numbers that will be added to the Planning Module for each 3650/5650.

Within the Planning Module use File\Open Existing to access these records.  After selecting “Open Existing” use the middle tab titled “User Define Range” to access the records.  Please note, the default tab “Predefined Range" begins at X615 for each specialty.  If the "Predefined Range" tab is used the X601, X604, X605, X606, and X608 records will not be displayed.  This may result in offices incorrectly believing these records have not been created.  Please stress to your users the importance of using the "User Defined Range" tab so all records created are displayed.

Once the office has Rolled Over to FY 2006, the records the office should generate these records as part of the normal record generation process.

Additionally, logic will be added to the knowledge base to only allow the 3650/5650 "R" item to be closed if none of the associated 14 "R" items are open.  If an office would like to perform additional 3650/5650 work above and beyond the 14 R-items (plus the Suspected Unapproved Parts  (SUPS) R-item they may add the additional 3650/5650 into the system.
