Change Nationality

How to change nationality.

For changes to the name, gender, nationality and birth date on an airman certificate, FAA Form 8610-2 must be used. 

On the form, Section I; section II; the "FAA Inspector's Report" portion (with the "approved" box marked, and date, signature, and FAA district office number included); and the method of ID shown in the "Remarks" section on the reverse side of the application, must be completed.  The date the inspector signed the "Inspector's Report" will be the same date shown on the temporary certificate.

The application package should include the name and location of the court, the date of naturalization, and the docket number.  Under no circumstances should the Naturalization papers be copied.  In the case of a new rating, a new application is required.

The applicant's current certificate should accompany the application.  The applicant will be issued a temporary certificate to use while awaiting the changes.

The FAA Inspector will make copies of documents and attach them to your application and forward them to airman records to be recorded.
