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1.
PURPOSE. This bulletin provides information and guidance to aviation safety inspectors (ASI) for issuing amended mechanic certificates for changes to name, gender, nationality, and date of birth.

2.
BACKGROUND. Due to the increase in security concerns, the issuance of amended mechanic certificates for all changes except a change in address will be done in person at the Flight Standards District Office (FSDO). 
3.
DISCUSSION. ASIs are to verify the identity of the applicant by photograph identification and follow these procedures when issuing amended certificates:

A.
Change of Name. 

(1) Application is made by completing section I and section IV of FAA Form 8610-2, Airman Certificate and/or Rating Application for Mechanics, Repairman, and Parachute Riggers, and should be accompanied by the appropriate documents to verify the change, such as, a court order stating the name change, a copy of a marriage license, a divorce decree, a birth certificate, or any other state-approved document upholding the name change. Each document should conform to the laws of the applicant’s state of residence. 

(2) The applicant’s current certificate should accompany the application, and the applicant will be issued a temporary certificate to use while awaiting the changes.

B.
Change of Gender.

(1) Application is made by completing section I and section IV of FAA Form 8610-2 and should be accompanied by an order issued by a court of the United States or its territories stating that the applicant has changed his/her gender, or a statement from a physician or clinical psychologist treating the applicant including the identification of the applicant by name and address, or verification that the applicant is undergoing treatment that has altered or will alter his/her gender. 

(2) The applicant’s current certificate should accompany the application, and the applicant will be issued a temporary certificate to use while awaiting the changes.

C.
Change of Nationality.

(1) Application is made by completing section I and section IV of FAA Form 8610-2 and should be accompanied by the name and location of the court, the date of naturalization, and the docket number. The naturalization papers need to be original or certified true copies.

(2) The applicant’s current certificate should accompany the application, and the applicant will be issued a temporary certificate to use while awaiting the changes.

D.
Change of Birth.

(1) Application is made by completing section I and section IV of FAA Form 8610-2 and should be accompanied by the appropriate documents to verify the change, such as a birth certificate, or any other legal document that verifies the date of birth change.

(2) The applicant’s current certificate should accompany the application, and the applicant will be issued a temporary certificate to use while awaiting the changes.

4.
ACTION. The ASI will submit a package to the Airmen Certification Branch, AFS-760, at the completion of the amendment process. The package should contain the following items:

A. A copy of FAA Form 8610-2 with original signature;

B. The original mechanic certificate;

C. A copy of the photograph identification; and

D. A copy of the documentation used to justify the issuance of the amended certificate. 

5.  INQUIRIES. The General Aviation and Repair Station Branch, AFS-340, developed this bulletin to satisfy security concerns for amending mechanic certificates. Contact Kim A. Barnette at (202) 493-4922 with any questions or comments regarding this bulletin.
