Aircraft Mechanic

Job Description:
Aircraft mechanics, also referred to as airframe and powerplant mechanics, repair, maintain and overhaul aircraft.  They may be required to work on powerplants, and/or electrical systems, hydraulics, fuel systems, air conditioning, powerplant (jet) electrical systems, pneumatics, navigation systems and any other aircraft system that must meet Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) regulations.

Education & Experience Requirements:
Aircraft mechanics must successfully pass an aviation maintenance certification class from a certified aviation maintenance technical school or have practical experience that consists of a minimum of 18 months of practical experience with the procedures, practices, materials, tools and equipment used in the construction, maintenance or altering of airframes or powerplants appropriate to the rating sought and 30 months of practical experience concurrently performing the duties appropriate to both the airframe and powerplant rating.

Application:
Applicants must be at least 18 years old, of good moral character and able to read, write, speak and understand the English language.  If the applicant does not meet the latter requirement and is employed outside of the United States (U.S.) by a U.S. air carrier, candidates are required to have their certificate endorsed "Valid only outside the U.S."

Examination:
Applicants must successfully pass a written, practical and oral exam.  The written exam covers the construction and maintenance of the aircraft appropriate to the rating the candidate is seeking.  The practical and oral exams are taken after successfully completing the written examination.  If an applicant fails the examination, whether it be the written or practical, the candidate can apply for retesting after 30 days, following the date the applicant failed the exam.  The applicant can reapply before 30 days have expired, if the candidate presents a signed statement from an airman holding the certificate and rating sought, certifying that the airman has given the candidate additional instructions in each of the subjects failed and the airman considers the applicant ready for retesting.

License Duration: Permanent
