Import Aircraft

1. What is an import airworthiness approval? 

This approval is required for airworthiness certification of aircraft, engines, propellers, materials, parts, and appliances imported into the United States from any country that has a bilateral agreement with the United States. This approval certifies that products conform to their FAA type certificates and are in a condition for safe operation. 

2.  How to obtain an import airworthiness approval?

Persons, as defined in 14 CFR part 1, importing aircraft, engines, propellers, materials, parts, and appliances into the United States from a country that has a bilateral agreement with the United States must ensure that each item is accompanied by an export airworthiness approval issued by the Civil Aviation Authority of the country of manufacture. The import airworthiness approval process and corresponding documentation varies from country to country. Contact your local FAA Flight Standard District Office (FSDO) or Manufacturing Inspection Distinct Office (MIDO) to obtain specific requirements for your situation.
